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52 S-line Offshore - Statement from Steeler Yachts 
Steeler Yachts will attend Hiswa te Water with four world firsts
Steenwijk – Steeler Yachts never sits still At the moment, the yacht builders have 15 motor yachts under construction, mainly the S-line models that are sold worldwide. These models were only introduced last year and their development has continued at a rapid rate; in 2018 the line will be expanded to 9 versions between 11 and 20 metres. At Hiswa te Water Steeler will be exhibiting three S-line firsts - the 41-S, the 50-S “Centre Sleeper” and the 52-S Offshore. The Explorer 50 Pilot House, an ocean-going Trawler with a raised pilot house, completes the set.
The aluminium 52-S Offshore should be seen as the yard’s most important business card right now. This fast motor yacht has all the features that have been the yard’s international calling card for the past few years - design, use of space, fast-sailing efficiency and comfort solutions. Like all the yachts of this type, the 52-S Offshore also has the patented ‘Steep High-Flared Bow’ which is characterised by the complete absence of a bow wave, which in turn produces less spray and less resistance. It also explains the remarkably efficient fuel consumption. Other features include the pilot-house roof that lifts up and operates as the bimini in that position. Together with the enormous glass sliding roof of 3.65 x 2.45 metres, this ship transforms into a perfect open-top yacht with the press of two buttons. The pantograph door in the pilot house near the steering position is convenient during mooring, particularly because the fenders are readily available in the fender store in the gangway.  The cockpit hood, often not the best aesthetic feature, is hidden in a cassette in the cockpit bench. There is an optional hydraulic swimming platform, the mirror contains a tender garage and the propellers are protected against sailing in shallow waters. 
The amount of glass in the 52-S Offshore is striking too. Examples include the aforementioned sliding roof, the windows in the pilot house, the glass on both sides of the hull and the window above the lounge and dining area of the pilot house. The absence of jambs in the windows of the pilothouse is particularly beautiful. The 52-S Offshore is available as a two or three cabin version. As the descriptor would have you imagine, it sails fast. It is made of aluminium and comes standard with two Cummins diesels of 480 hp each, which makes for a top speed of 30 knots. The CE-A motor yacht measures 15.70 overall, but has a hull length of 14.99 metres, which means it is exempt from the Rijnpatent (Rhine navigation licence). Technical details (lxwxd) 15.70 (overall) x 4.70 x 1.15 m, minimum overall height 3.15 m, displacement 19 t, engine 2 x Cummins QSB 6.7 L 480 HP. price on request. 
The 41 S-line and the 50 S-line “Centre Sleeper” are cut from the same cloth. However, the two exhibited ships are steel semi-displacement. The 41 S has a top speed of around 11 knots with just one single Yanmar of 160 hp. The 41 S-line also has an optional XXL sliding glass roof of 3.65 metres long that was developed especially by Webasto for Steeler Yachts. As in every S-line, the single-floor living space of pilothouse and cockpit is extremely spacious with a length of 7.40m. Technical details (lxwxd) 12.34 m (overall) x 4.15 m x 1.19 m, overall height 2.75 m, displacement 16 t, engine Yanmar 110 hp, 160 hp optional,  price € 392.562 excl VAT. 
The 41 S is also available in the Offshore version with an aluminium construction and a Cummins QSB 480HP diesel with a speed of 24 knots.  Price € 524,793 ex VAT 
The 50 S-line ‘Centre Sleeper’ has three cabins with their own wet cell and the descriptor “Centre Sleeper” refers to the central location of the Master Bedroom over the full beam.  The important feature of this motor yacht is the absence of jambs in the curved front window which provides optimum views and vision from the steering position and the lounge seats. Construction number 1 “No Worries” is driven by two Deutz DET66 engines of 170 hp each. The top speed is 11 knots.  With its CE-A certification, the Steeler 50 S-Line is suitable for long around the world voyages, but also for trips around France.
Technical details (lxwxd) 14.99 (overall) x 4.93 x 1.35 m, overall height 3.49 m, displacement 31 t, engine Deutz DET 66 of 170 hp, CE-A, price on request.
Finally, the Explorer 50 Pilot House is a sea-going trawler for long voyages. Two Deutz DET66 motors of 170 hp give this steel ship a top speed of more than 11 knots (cruising speed 9 knots). CE-A certification (ocean-going) makes it extremely suitable for indefinite voyages around the world. This Explorer has an all-weather design with comfortable indoor space and an enclosed and closable cockpit that, together with the large Flybridge, guarantees enjoyment in all weather conditions.  During sea trials on the North Sea, the stabilising fins exceeded all expectations. Waves of approx. 3 metres in 360-degree manoeuvres could not knock this ship off balance. 
The master bedroom is midship and covers the full width of the ship. With an extremely spacious guest cabin in the fore section and two bathrooms with toilet and shower, the motor yacht is comfortably equipped for four people, with an additional 2 sleeping places in the lounge.  The raised pilot house offers maximum views, vision and safety and the two pantograph doors and the Hydronautica remote control allow for single-handed mooring.  The Flybridge is suitable for a tender and the folding radar mast makes it possible to sail on inland waters.  
This ship will be completed in August 2017 and is available for sale, because the client decided to have Steeler Yachts build an 18-metre vessel.
